2. Write a description of the cartoon (Story Line- rough sketches with general details).

3. Complete first draft of cartoon, and peer critique.
4. Complete second draft of cartoon, self-assess and teacher conference.

5. Complete third and final draft of cartoon and submit with final self-assessment and all drafts.
